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-- 56 Registered Runners, 54 Starters, 51 Finishers.

—— The 51 finishers were from 11 states and 2 Canadian provinces.

-— 11 starters had never run 50 miles before. 10 of them finished.

-— Runners who camped at the starting line were treated to a brisk but not
too cold evening under a full moon. Next morning dawned clear, with scattered
clouds developing once the race got underway. By noon the skies had cleared,
with temperatures in the low 60's - ideal for long distance runners. The
larch put on an exceptionally vivid show. A great day weather-wise.

—— 7 drop bags were ran over at the starting area. (No drop bags were
dropped.) 6 of them belonged to Dennis Clute. Dennis finished the run
despite the cbvious conspiracy by Race Management to sabotage his run.

-— The Special Olympics received $2000 from Plum Creek Timber Company on
behalf of the finishers, plus $400 contributed impromptu by the finishers.

-- Bobbie Dixon & Mark Tarr as overall winners can have their entry fee waived
at next June's Kananaskis 50 Miler in the Canadian Rockies. ILe Grizz has
a reciprocal agreement with Kananaskis, whose winners likewise can attend
Le Grizz with the entry fee waived.

—— Rick Spady has attended all 11 ILe Grizz runs. He completed his 10th one
this time and received the "10 Bears" Grizzly clock, a distinctive chunk
of interior decoration not sold in any store. Only one way to get one, the
old fashioned way.

—— Perennial finisher ILarry Carroll won the Seniors Division. One more finish
gets him a "10 Bears" award. Same goes for Jim Pomroy.

—-— 1992 marked the premiere competition of the Seniors Division. The average
Ie Grizz runner has been getting older recently, so the division stands on
its own. In fact, there were as many Senior runners as Open Division
entrants. ILe Grizz has evolved from an adventure for local runners to an
international attraction, then to the present almost annual tradition for
experienced veterans, while retaining the characteristics of its former
stages. Ross Waltzer epitomized all three - 70 years old, from a distant
home, with countless ultras to his credit, running Le Grizz for the first
time and enjoying it as such. He even took a swing by the old finish line,
though he'd never finished there before. (The detour was possibly due to
ultrarunner brain fade.) Ross received the "0ld Gray Bear" award for being
the oldest youngster ever at Ie Grizz.

—— In the meantime, the younger youngsters continued to dream of greatly
improved times, and some actually succeeded. The most absolutely awesome
improvement ever recorded at Ie Grizz was posted by Liam Price, who slapped
108 minutes off last year's time. Liam is now 21 years old. Could be 20
yvears before he reaches his ultra peak.

— Mary Ann Clute posted a course PR 34 minutes faster. Terry Graham was
58 minutes faster, and 78 minutes under her ultra debut 2 vears ago where
she narrowly dodged the notorious and never-repeated "A.S.A.F.P." Award when
she finished in a deliberate tie with recipient Betty Stone in last place.
Margaret Smith improved her Ie Grizz record by only 9 minutes, but it was
enough to be the second woman overall and take the Open Division. Not bad
for coming off a finish at the Leadville 100, Overall women's winner Bobbie
Dixon also showed that a ILeadville finish was good training for ILe Grizz.
Practice Practice Practice.

-— Bob Feeney set a Le Grizz PR by a mere 3 minutes, but it was enough to
get him a division trophy after a 2nd place and two 3rd place finishes.

-— Well, Steve Heaps finds a different way to finish every vyear. This year
he went out into the woods the day before the run and maimed himself immobile.
An amnoying inconvenience, to be sure. Hard to imagine anyone having as
much fun with adversity as Steve does. He took his time and wound up looking
better at the finish than the start.

—- The Race Director got a plaque for service to the event. Thanks, gang.
