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—— 78 Registered Runners, 78 Starters, 77 Finishers.
—— The entrants were from 14 states and 2 Canadian provinces.
—- 18 entrants had never run 50 miles before. They all finished.

—— Two more 10 Bears awards were given out. These are given to runners when
they complete their 10th Le Grizz run. Five persons have now received them.
Newest recipients are Jim Pomroy, who has started all 12 runs, and Larry
Carroll, who ran his first ILe Grizz at age 43. Jim's finishes include two
outright wins and two division wins. Larry has won the Masters division
twice and the Seniors division twice.

-— In the 10 Bears on-deck circle, with nine completions: Doug Clark.

11 other runners are at least half way, with 5 to 8 finishes.

-— Incidental casualties by Race Director at starting line this year:

1 camcorder operator, 0 drop bags.

—— The Special Olympics received $2000 from Plum Creek Timber Company. The
athletes from the Special Olympics did their usual fine job rooting the
runners off the dam and on to the finish. This is the eighth year of our
association with the Special Olympics & Plum Creek.

—-— Mr. Mark Tarr gave his all in attempting to set a course record, and was
about 5 minutes under Rick Spady's 1988 record pace at 35 miles. Although
Mark's pace slowed for some reason the last 10 miles, he seemed satisfied with
his time. As well he should. Not only did he set a P.R., win a trophy and
get another free trip to Kananaskis, he is now the only person to win the
overall race three times in a row.

-— Bob Feeney won the Masters division with a strong second place overall.
Larry Carroll took the Seniors division.

-— All three woman divisional winners were first-timers at Le Grizz: Cheryl
Chadwick taking the Masters division and the first woman overall, Glenna
Burmeister taking the Open division, and Sharon Carroll setting a Senior
women's course record by 28 minutes. Well, actually Sharon was at ILe Grizz
last year, c¢rewing for future spouse Larry. No one seems to know what she
put in his electrolyte that day, but he ended up proposing to her at the 40
mile aid station. Whatever she replied, Larry went on to win his first
division trophy in eight years. He and Sharon now have three trophies
between them. Nonetheless, Le Grizz policy remains the same: We do not
serve women at the aid stations - you have to bring your own.

-— Glenna Burmeister got a "Cruel Shoes Airlines" trophy, a winged running
shoe, for getting her blisters to the finish line. Condolences to those of
you with world-class sore feet who didn't quite make the grade.

—— New Record: Slowest finish ever at Le Grizz was by Orville Grasdock,
whose times at Le Grizz have been all over the board. Orville's tenacity
and willingness to post, borrowing the adjective he used at the finish line,
a "ridiculous" time, was the 99% solution. 99% is the highest percentage
of starters to ever finish Le Grizz, and brings the completion rate for

the 12 years of the event up to 94%. By the way, the number of starters and
finishers was also a record.

—-— John Koch completed his first 50 miler despite serious knee problems.
Afterwards he took a break from training and went in for knee surgery. Best
of luck, John.
