-- 70 Registered Runners, 70 Starters, 68 Finishers
—-— The entrants were from 7 states and 2 Canadian provinces. 8 runners were
from Anchorage, as many Alaskans as show up for an ultra in Alaska.

— 18 entrants had never run 50 miles before. 17 of them finished.

-— The completion rate over the 13 years of Le Grizz is now up to 95% of
all starters.

—— Special Olympians from Kalispell went to Massachusetts for the World Games,
so their parents and friends came out and manned the aid station at the dam
visitor's center. At race time Plum Creek Timber Company had not committed
a pledge, one reason being they had switched their charitable outreach to
a tax-exempt foundation, where all trustees vote on every proposal. We got
a vote of confidence from those trustees, as Plum Creek awarded $2000 for
the Special Olympics on behalf of all you finishers.

- "Mark Tarr is a Sissy Fag. Mark Tarr is a Wimp! He's Going Down." Such
were the scribbles on sticky notes some tasteless wretch plastered on John
Cave's application when it was mailed. John posted the fastest non-winning
time, the 6th-fastest, and the greatest feat of running ever to earn only
a plagque at Ie Grizz., John came prepared to win, and gave up no time to
the winner in the last 20 miles.
