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75 Registered Runners, 73 Starters, 70 Finishers

31 starters had never run 50 miles before. 30 of them finished.

The weather was cloudy with scattered showers through much of the race. Later, the
sun appeared briefly and the rain held off.

The Special Olympics kids again held down an aid station on the dam. Plum Creek
Timber Company gave them $2500.00 on behalf of all the finishers.

Most of the growth this year was a result of the event being discovered by the
Canadian running community. In the first seven years of Le Grizz, 2 Canadians

did the run. This year 15 started, and all of them finished. Their average time
was 7:44, compared to 8:15 for the field at large.

18 runners finished in deliberate ties. Must get lonely out there.

The Official Le Grizz Poem reared its head at the starting line: The woods are
lovely, dark and deep; but I have promises to keep; and miles to go before I crash.
And miles to go before I crash.

Despite goofball problems with a temperamental recording implement and a shockingly
novice crew who had never before used such a device, the event was videotaped.

The tape exhibits the fragmented spaced-out consciousness of the contestants, as it
was 100% shot, narrated and produced by ultrarunners. For all its flaws it will
certainly serve as a unique document of the event.

Less then 3 seconds per mile was the measure of excellence for Peter Holubar of
Calgary. "I just wanted to break Kardong's time," he said after his victory,

which was a scant 2 minutes 9 seconds under his target. Peter took 20 minutes off
his P.R. for 50 miles in his second go at the distance, and trimmed 26 minutes from
the Masters course record. All that after holding back through the marathon mark
at 2:58, then sustaining a 7% minute pace on into Lion Lake. He began running ultras
only this year.

Fresh from a win at the Wasatch 100, Rick Spady spotted Peter 9 minutes by 40 miles,
at which point he gave up no more ground and finished a respectable second overall
for another Open Division win.

Cathy Relf won the womens overall for the second straight year, swore again she'd
never run another 50, then made the day memorable with a muffin party.

Bobbie Dixon again took the womens Masters Division, garnering her eighth trophy in
8 starts.

Steve Heaps has also completed 8 ILe Grizz runs. Spady, Jim Pomroy and Mike Schmahl
have each completed 7. This band of die hards continues to be animated by the ILe
Grizz experience, and are well on the way to earning the "10 Bears" award for
accumulating 500 miles of completions in the event.

Jim Konen continued to lie about his age so that most of the field wouldn't feel
bad about being outpaced by a 54-year-old. Jim is actually 543.

Fastest runners in their first 50-mile efforts were Jay Shaver and Kathy Easley.
They received a special "Damned if I do, Damned if I don't, So Damnit I Will"

award in recognition of their personally unprecedented committments.

Designated non-quitter and Finisher-to-be-named-later Romel Mackelprang posted an
unheard of MDR (Medical Disqualification & Reinstatement) after sustaining
metabolic blowout early on. The course doctor dropped him from the event at 44
miles, but Romel pressed on regardless, set his crew straight, and came out of
Nowhere to a dark and nearly-deserted finish line. Later he posted an affidavit
acknowledging the disqualification. A consultation of the course doctor and race
director resulted in Romel's subsequent reinstatement. Eight more times and the
